Institutional Learning Outcomes (ILOs)
for Assessment Cycle 2011-2017

Institutional Learning Outcomes are a subset of intended outcomes that support our mission and Institutional Goals and describe in concrete terms what these Goals mean. They serve as tools in our mission-driven assessment toolkit identifying what students will be able to demonstrate, produce or represent as a result of what and how they have learned at Westmont. 

How do we obtain information about our students learning in relation to ILOs? This information will be extracted from the Six-Year Program Review Reports and the Annual Assessment Update Reports submitted by the Departments. However, if your department does not have a Program Learning Outcome corresponding to the ILO assessed in a particular year, your department will not be expected to contribute to the assessment of this ILO. Rather your department will be encouraged to focus on program-specific learning outcome(s).

Unlike Institutional Goals, ILO’s are not fixed. We are expected to assess the ILOs developed for the current six-year assessment cycle and implement our assessment results by making required changes in curriculum, pedagogies, faculty professional development, student support, or resource allocation. After that, we can revise, modify or change our SLO’s for the next assessment cycle. 

Graduates of Westmont College will

· demonstrate substantial knowledge of a field of study and the modes of inquiry pertinent to that field

· demonstrate literacy in biblical and orthodox Christian faith (Christian Understanding)

· demonstrate faithfulness in Christian service (Christian Practices/ Affections)

· accurately evaluate the strength of evidence in support of a claim (Critical Thinking) 

· write effectively in various contexts (Competence  in Written Communication)

· effectively communicate orally in various contexts (Competence  in  Oral Communication)

· be able to access, evaluate, use and communicate information effectively and ethically (Information Literacy)

· be able to analyze topics and human experiences using categories such as race, ethnicity, gender, social status and disability (Diversity)

· be able to analyze global patterns from at least two different perspectives (social, cultural, economical, political, religious, technological or educational) (Global Awareness)

· engage effectively in life-long learning and civic responsibilities (Active Societal and Intellectual Engagement)

· identify healthy lifestyle practices and articulate effective strategies for enhancing them   (Physical and Emotional Health)

· display creative accomplishments in artistic creation, performance, or production (Creative Expression)
