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Specific Activities:
1.  Warren Rogers organized the Conference Experience for Undergraduates (CEU) at the fall Division of Nuclear Physics (DNP) meeting of the American Physical Society (APS) at Santa Fe, NM running November 2-6, 2010 (the schedule is found online at http://physics.westmont.edu/ceu/CEU10_schedule.pdf ).  Through this program Warren has had personal contact with substantial numbers of underrepresented students and women.  Alum of the program often contact Warren for many years after.  The full web site for the program (including information for this year’s conference) can be found at:

2.  Summer Science Program:  The Westmont Physics Department has hosted the six week long Summer Science Program (SSP). Virtually all of these students will go on to science programs in college (hopefully some at Westmont) and the great majority will get advanced degrees.

3.  Summer Research Opportunities:  In hiring for summer research opportunities we have included a high percentage of women and students with ethnic diversity.  Summer research is the gateway to PhD programs in the sciences which is necessary for going on to faculty positions.

4.  Kyle Watters/Manny Reyes:  We have kept in close contact with both Kyle (including having him over for dinner at the Kihlstroms) and Manny (he gave a seminar this year at Westmont).  Both are physics alums of Hispanic descent.  Kyle did his PhD (physics) at Stanford and is currently a faculty member at Creighton.  Manny did his PhD program (math)  at UC Berkeley and is currently doing a post-doc at UCSD.
