2.10 Solicitations 

Fundraising campaigns for the development of the college and United Way are conducted periodically. Other solicitations should conform to the following guidelines
.
Faculty and staff may make their colleagues aware of fundraising campaigns at organizations other than Westmont or United Way by indirect means (e.g., including information about the fund raiser in break rooms or on bulletin boards).  However, to minimize pressure on colleagues, direct solicitations (i.e., person-to-person appeals) for these causes are not allowed.
Faculty and staff selling goods or services should do so using the Classifieds page on the Westmont web site (accessible from the Other Resources link on the Faculty and Staff home page).
Personal decisions about participating in or contributing to an organization or cause, or decisions about the purchase or sale of goods or services, should not be influenced by work relationships. Such solicitations can be a distraction to effective work performance and could place unreasonable pressure on co-workers.
