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GE Transfer credit policy

(Adopted by the GE Committee 20 October, 2003.  Modified November 6, 2003 in response to faculty questions)
1. After receiving input from the appropriate departments (s) and direction from the GE Committee, the registrar’s office will make individual course determinations regarding the appropriateness of particular courses to satisfy a GE area.  The GE Committee has final authority for approving transfer courses for GE credit and departments have final authority for approving courses for major credit.
2. Over time, the registrar’s office will work out articulation agreements for those programs and institutions with which we have ongoing relationships.

3. Courses in the Common Context area cannot be transferred in
 and must be taken at Westmont.  However, Common Context courses are prorated for transfer students.  Transfer students are required to take one course each in the areas of Biblical and Theological Canons, Introduction to the Christian Liberal Arts and Physical Education Activity
 for each full year of attendance at Westmont.
4. It is acknowledged that transfer courses have not and will not always speak adequately to the full range of concerns that courses at Westmont are intended to address.  In this context, it is recommended that a large measure of grace be extended to transfer courses in the Common Inquiries section.  Specifically:

a. While we expect higher standards from the courses which are offered at Westmont and through Westmont programs, generic courses from other schools which would have satisfied the old GE criteria will continue to be accepted for the foreseeable future.

b. In particular, transferred survey courses in the visual arts and music will be accepted as satisfying the Common Inquiries: Performing and Understanding the Arts requirement even if they lack a creation/performance component.  Westmont-offered courses in this area must include both reflective/contextual and creation/performance components.

c. Also, historical survey courses transferred to Westmont will continue to satisfy the Common Inquiries: Thinking Historically requirement.  Westmont-offered courses must include a treatment of historical methods.

d. These policies should be administered in a way that ensures equitable application.  We should not allow a situation where one of the Common Inquiries areas is habitually satisfied by means of transfer courses while other areas are virtually unaffected.  A discussion regarding a possible inequity may be initiated by the registrar, the GE Committee or by an affected department.

GE AP and IB credit policy

(Adopted by the GE Committee 20 October, 2003.  Modified November 6, 2003 in response to faculty questions)
1. AP credit may not be applied to any of the Common Contexts requirements.  
2. While AP credit in Literature may not be applied to satisfy Common Contexts: Literary Traditions, it may be used to satisfy one of the writing intensive requirements.
  
3. AP credit may be applied for up to three Common Inquiries requirements without restriction.  A student may petition to apply AP credit in additional Common Inquiries areas upon completing an advanced course in the area at Westmont.  
4. IB courses will be treated in the same manner as AP courses.
� Appropriate transfer courses from Consortium (and similar institutions on a case by case basis) are acceptable for Common Contexts credit.


� Though they are prorated, PEA courses are not Common Context courses so there is no restriction on their transfer other than that only one per term will be credited.  


� Composition and Language & Composition also may be used to satisfy the writing intensive requirement.  There may be additional writing intensive AP courses.
