Recent rankings of U.S. colleges and universities affirm 

Westmont as one of the top Christian colleges in the nation.
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U.S. News ranked Santa Barbara at the top of Best 
Places to Live in the U.S. for the Weather, No. 1 in Best 
Places to Live for Quality of Life, No. 4 in Best Places to 
Live in California, No. 7 in Safest Places to Live and No. 
13 in Best Family Beach Vacations in the U.S.

The Times Higher Education listed Westmont as tied 
for No. 4 nationally for Universities with the Best 
Staff Interaction based on responses from more than 
200,000 students for its Wall Street Journal rankings. 
Westmont students noted many opportunities to 
interact with faculty.

Top Liberal Arts Colleges
Westmont improved in the 2021 U.S. News and World 
Report rankings (No. 113), staying in the top tier of 
the 223 National Liberal Arts Colleges. Westmont also 
rose to No. 75 on Top Performers on Social Mobility 
rankings for enrolling and graduating recipients of 
federal Pell Grants and appeared in the selective U.S. 
News Best Undergraduate Teaching for National Liberal 
Arts Colleges.

Forbes’ Grateful Grads 2019, which considers the 
amount and percentage of alumni giving, ranks 
Westmont as No. 114 nationally.

Best Places to Live in the U.S. 

Westmont ranks in the top 23 percent of all schools 
in the Wall Street Journal/Times Higher Education 
College Rankings of about 800 national colleges and 
universities, gaining more than 90 spots since 2017. 
Westmont is also No. 66 in their Best Liberal Arts 
Colleges in the U.S.   

Top Colleges and Universities

PayScale’s Best Schools for Business Majors by Salary 
Potential ranks Westmont as No. 40, the best of 
all Council for Christian Colleges and Universities 
members and better than colleges such as Claremont 
McKenna and Yale. PayScale reports Westmont 
business graduates can expect a salary of $61,800 
(with 0-5 years’ experience) and $127,600 after more 
than 10 years.

Payscale’s 2020 Best Universities and Colleges by 
Salary Potential shows mid-career Westmont alumni, 
including those with graduate degrees, earning a 
median income of $119,800 after more than 10 
years of work, putting Westmont in the top 7 percent 
nationally of all four-year bachelor degree schools 
and giving it the top ranking of all Council for Christian 
Colleges and Universities members.
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NAIA Champions of Character
The Warriors, one of 112 NAIA schools earning the top 
Gold Level of the 2019-20 Champions of Character 
Five-Star Award, received 97 out of 100 points for 
character training and exceptional student-athlete 
grade point averages.
